Portable Camera Basics

Learn how to professionally use a portable video camera. The class will cover set-up and operation of a digital "palmcorder" and tripod, and shooting techniques. Participants will learn the basics of how to cover an event, storyboarding, pre-production planning; interviewing techniques; and basic lighting & sound recording concepts. The first class will cover most of the material. All students must sign out a camera and shoot footage on their own before the second class. The second class will involve viewing footage and critique, as well as more demonstration and hands-on practice. Upon successful completion of the class, you will be certified in portable camera production and be able to check out the Canon cameras for future video projects.  PREREQUISITE: Orientation.

Intro to Final Cut Pro

An introduction to using this powerful Macintosh-based editing software. The class will cover capturing/importing footage; basic editing; and adding transitions, titles, and music. Participants must complete a three-minute edited project on their own time to become “certified” in Final Cut Pro. Please note—Final Cut Pro is a sophisticated and complex editing program. You must be adept and comfortable using a computer and a good range of computer applications. Registrants for this class must commit to attending each of the three nights in the session, as well as scheduling two editing sessions outside of class to complete their certification tape. The separate edit sessions must be scheduled within two weeks of completing the class.

Students will learn all the various positions: camera, floor directing, audio, switching, tape tech, lighting, graphics, and directing.  In the last session, students will put together and shoot a program to be shown on the channel.  By attending all six sessions and assisting on two more studio productions, you will become certified as an MATV Studio Producer.
