Each year, at our Annual Membership Celebration, the membership of MATV gets a chance to vote for someone to represent them on this very important component to our organization.
The main roles of our nonprofit Board are to establish policy, determine a mission, and oversee the financial stability of Malden’s Media Center. We have nine seats on our board. Six of them are appointed by fellow board members and three seats are elected by the membership. Each term is for three years and all positions are on a volunteer basis, as each person participates in monthly meetings as well as several committee meetings held during the year.
As an advocate for MATV, Board members are asked to lobby state and federal lawmakers and funding sources as they communicate our goals to constituents and the community. They not only monitor our organization’s financial health but the progress towards our strategic long-range plans. All Board members are expected to play a role in an annual fundraiser.
Each individual board member brings their talents, special skills and interests as they provide resources and expertise to fulfill our mission. In fact, it is the obligation of every participant to work together to set the goals and support the Executive Director to implement those policies as well as evaluate his or her performance during the year.
